Directions for making a secondary file, HCFA 29, and Medigap.
To Make a Secondary Insurance File.
Open a Patient file.

Select File, Other Insurance.

Select Secondary and click Ok.

Fill out this screen as you want it to look for the secondary insurance.

So, all the questions that say “Insured” should have the secondary insurance information in it.

To Setup our program so that the users can put “Medicare of GA Secondary” as the name of the Secondary Insurance Company then to the following.

To add it to our Look Up box.

Open a Patient File.

Hit the down arrow 14 times to get to the field named “Insurance Company Name”

Select Tools, LookUp

Select LookUp Edit

Add Medicare of GA Secondary and it’s address to the list.

Select File, Exit, Yes to Save.

Close the LookUp Box.

To add it into a Patient’s File. 
Open a Patient File

Go to the Secondary Screen by Selecting File, Other Ins, Secondary

Hit the down arrow 14 times to get to the field named “Insurance Company Name”
Select LookUp Edit

Select Medicare of GA Secondary from the list

Select File, Exit, Yes to Save.

To add the word Medigap to any patient file

Open a Patient File

Go to the field name that you want to have the word Medigap

Type the word Medigap in an press Enter.

Select File, Exit, Yes to Save.

To get a number into box 29 on the HCFA form.
Open a Patient File

Go down to the transaction area of the patient file

In the Code field type in HCFA29 and press Enter

In the Description field type in the number that you want to show up in box 29 on the HCFA form.
